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INTRODUCTION AND METHODOLOGY:

The following market survey has been produced within Component 4 of the project “Support to
Export Promotion and Investment Attraction in the Republic of Moldova”, financed by European
Commission The project implemented by a GFA Consulting Group led consortium embraces
following intervention areas, covered by below Components:

e Component 1

Support to Ministry of Economy and Trade and its agencies in coordinating and improving Moldova’s export
and investment promotion systems

e Component 2
Support to Ministry of Agriculture and Food Industries in enhancing its system of testing laboratories
e Component 3
Support to Moldovan enterprises in accessing export development financing
e Component 4
Export promotion
e Component 5
Investment Promotion

The main objective of this survey is to provide Moldavian exporters of fruits and vegetables with
an overview of current situation on Ukrainian market for the respective products, highlighting
recent trends, figuring out opportunities and obstacles for F&V exports to Ukraine.

From this survey, the related target groups will be able to get full and objective information on:

o F&V market's state of play, its tendencies and perspectives;
e production of fresh commodities;

o overview of Ukrainian F&V processing sector ;

e main distribution channels;

e actual prices of the agricultural outputs under discussion;

e situation in external trade;

e market access requirements;

e opportunities and obstacles for exports to Ukraine;

The information and statistics covered by this survey will be sufficient for potential exporters to
evaluate the chances and consider the opportunities for expanding their business to Ukrainian
market.

The presented in this survey overview of major market players in Ukraine, including database of
main importers, processors, wholesale companies and retailers, could serve as an orientation
database for establishing initial business links to enhance the export relations.

In addition, the market survey findings are linked to realities of Moldovan fruit and vegetable
sector in order to give the tailor cut opinion on export opportunities and obstacles.
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It should be noted that starting from 2009 the realities of global economic crises seriously
influenced the market under discussion, changing rapidly the situation, environment and
tendencies. That's why the majority market elements are screened in the periods “till” and “from”
20009.

As main sources for information, findings and recommendations presented in this survey the
available web-resources (links are provided in the Annex 11), monitoring of publications,
relevant analytical articles, official statistics, as well as interviews with representatives of related
stakeholder groups (retailers, wholesale companies, officials from customs, chamber of
commerce, etc.) were used.

MAIN FINDINGS:

e The opportunities/obstacles ratio for Moldavian exports to Ukraine is clearly in favour for
opportunities.

e Till 2009 Ukrainian market of fruits and vegetables was growing rapidly, still being far
from demand/saturation balance;

e Consumption patterns of an average Ukrainian consumer shifted to more healthy food,
increasing the consumption and demand for fruits and vegetables;

e The encouraging fact is that in Moldova, unlike in Ukraine, the prices for fruits and
vegetable are reported to go down by accordingly 33% and 37,3% in May 2009 (as
compared to May 2008). At the same time prices in Ukraine for similar outputs go up;

e Since Ukraine accessed the WTO, the seasonal custom taxes for imported agricultural
outputs have been reduced, although it had no obvious impact on price reduction for the
imported goods;

e In 2007-2008 Moldova has lost completely or considerably downsized the export
volumes in certain position on the Ukrainian fruits and vegetables market;

e The growth of export volumes from Moldova to Ukraine is registered only for carrots and
cabbage (3 times) in 2008;
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e Ukrainian wholesalers’ margin is rather high, giving an opportunity for Moldavian
exporters in direct supplies to retail sector and processors.

e The potential for exporters from Moldova seems be early breeds of FV and more value
added outputs (e.g. dried fruits, like plums, apples, grapes;

e Ukraine is a considerable exporter of walnuts, so the chances for Moldavian exporters
for this commodity are rather low.

OVERVIEW OF THE CURRENT SITUATION ON UKRAINIAN F&V MARKET: GENERAL
FACTS / FACTORS OF INFLUENCE / TENDENCIES / FORECAST

General Facts:

Considerable positive changes on Ukrainian F&V market started some years ago. Ukraine’s is
considered to be the leader in tempos of its F&V market development among former NIS. The
facts characterizing the development of Ukrainian F&V market are quite encouraging, as within
relatively short period Ukraine is:

number 4 in world’s production of potatoes;

among biggest European exporters of water melons;

biggest importer of apples from Poland (in 2008);

important player on Russian market of processed F&Y (13% of overall volumes imported by Russia)

Total F&V market value is estimated to be around 2 billion Euros in 2008.

The main drive for sector development is the growing demand for fresh and processed fruits
and vegetables, which is still lagging behind the proposition in Ukraine, as consumption
patterns of the population are shifting to increased consumption of healthy food annually.

The objective advantages for the rapid development of Ukrainian F&V sector are the
favourable climate and natural conditions.

Main processes which tool place on F&V Market of Ukraine till 2009 were as follows:

+ growth of processing sector, including frozen F&V;

* industrialization of F&V production;

« extension of production season;

+ geographical expansion of the production;

+ dynamic development of distribution channels: both retail and wholesale;
* rapid development of export and import relations;

* improving legal environment;

Plots under drop/trickle irrigation have increased 5 times within last 4 years, growing annually
at 100%, and are estimated to cover around 45-50 thousand hectare in 2009. There’s growing
interest for application of trickle irrigation technology also in eastern and northern regions of
Ukraine, where F&V were not traditional agricultural outputs.
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Nowadays, in terms of production volumes, Ukraine is among top 3 producers of onion, after
Holland and Spain, second position after Russia in production of potatoes (around 20 million
tones annually)

Ukraine has the biggest squares of modern green house complexes among former NIS
countries. Green house production in Ukraine is growing rapidly, both in terms of rehabilitation
of existing complexes as well as in construction of the brand new ones. The volumes of
international and local investments into green house production keeps growing, due to the
stable tendency of demand/price growth for green house cucumbers and tomatoes (approx. by
40% in 2008 vs. 2007) and still relatively low production costs, despite recent increase of
energy prices.

In terms of sector's strategic development the main milestones are outlined in the
“Governmental Programme for the Development of Ukrainian Rural Areas until 2015, which, in
particular, foresees the budgetary inputs into development of fruits and vegetable wholesale
markets aimed at formation of the adequate prices.

Tendencies till mid 2009:

Increase of production costs: There’s a stable growth of labour costs in Ukraine in general as
well as in the sector in particular. The seasonal “field” workers average loan has increased from
2 to 3 times comparing with the beginning of 2008. To attract the hands during the season, the
farmers offer around 8 -10 Euro per day, still experience difficulties in finding the required
labour forces. Due to the recent growth of unemployment level the situation will obviously
change in the nearest future, increasing the number of people in the rural areas looking for
additional earnings. The escalation of prices for energy carriers and fuel has contributed to the
increase of production costs.

Industrialization of Production: Although the main bulk of F&V is still produced by small scale
producers and owners of private house hold plots, there’s a growing tendency for
industrialization of this sector

Downsizing of Home Made Processing: There’s a stable tendency for downsizing of home
made processing of F&V, which in its turn increases the consumers’ demand for processed
commodities produced industrially, and for fresh products beyond the season periods.

Ukrainian F&V Market in 2009: Factors of Influence:

Current season was not an easy one for Ukrainian agriculture in general as well as for F&V
sector in particular, mainly due to the below listed factors, affecting its various segments, esp.
in the recent months, as the global economic crises started to distinctly impact the national
economy.
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Economic crises: A global economic crisis is a major negative factor for F&V market. In
particular the crises of Ukrainian financial sector limited dramatically access of producers to the
loans, and especially on producers who still have the open loan obligations.

The relations between suppliers and retailers became more complicated, as the latter are
steadily reducing the volumes of purchasing of vegetables and especially fruits, explaining the
downsizing by lack of financial resources and decreased demand from consumers.

The delays in payments to the suppliers have become typical for the majority of retailers. The
delays worsen dramatically the cash flow of producers, who usually have pay back their bank
loans after the harvest. This is especially crucial, considering the fact of devaluation of
Ukrainian currency.

Limited access to loans and delays in payments lead to freezing of producers’ long term
investment projects. The majority of Ukrainian big scale producers admit the postponing in
construction of storage facilities, purchasing of equipment, etc.

Downsizing of import volumes: In spite of import tariffs’ reduction in line with WTO
requirements, this year is characterized by considerable reduction of import volumes of fresh
and processed fruits and vegetables, caused mainly by devaluation of national currency (GRN)
to USD and Euro, which resulted in considerable price escalation for imported goods on the
local market.

Impact of Ukraine’s WTO accession: Ukrainian F&V market is highly influenced by import
volumes. In spite some experts’ forecast as for risks for local producers in favour of
international ones, there are no dramatic consequences for local players, as the price
comparison (imported vs. local) for main product groups was relevant or had reasonable
deviations

Increase of vegetable production spaces: As a reaction on high prices for vegetables in
2008, the total square of production spaces for vegetables was increased at approx. 7%, which
has led to over production in the season of 2009.

Weather: In spite of increasing tendency for application of modern production technologies,
aimed at increased independence from weather conditions, this factor remains to be one of the
most important and unpredictable to the sector.

The impact of global crises is rapidly changing the state of play on F&V market and will
obviously further influence on the situation, which will result in the first turn in:

e downsizing import volumes of both fresh and processed products;
e reducing investments into storage facilities, new technologies;
e shifting local production and processing back to private households and home made products.

CONSUMPTION:

The main drives for producers and processors are the growing demand for F&V and increasing
purchasing capacity of 48 min. of Ukrainian consumers, shifting steadily to more healthy food
in their daily menu.
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Fresh Fruits and Vegetables:

According to official statistics fresh fruits and nuts consumption almost doubled within last 10
years, reaching the per capita amount of 45 kilograms a year. Consumption of potatoes and
vegetables has decreased slightly within the same period by 18% and by 8% respectively.

In 2008 an average annual per capita consumption of vegetables was 111,6kg, and 100, 8 kg
for potatoes.

In estimation of some other experts, consumption volumes of vegetables and potatoes are
higher than official statistics: annual per capita consumption of potatoes in Ukraine of around
140kg (100, 8), vegetables — 143kg (111, 6).

Estimates of the volume of domestic consumption may also vary due to the still considerable
amount of smuggling.

In our opinion, the non-official sources are closer to realities, so if applied for estimation,
country’s annual consumption in 2008 was roughly:

e 6,7 million tones of potatoes;
e 6,9 million tones of vegetables;
e 2,2 million tones of fruits;

Regarding fresh vegetables, the main part of Ukrainian population is rather conservative in
consumption patterns, still giving preference to the so called “borsch basket”, consuming
besides potatoes, quite a lot of cabbage (around 2 million tons a year), tomatoes (1,2mn.tons),
onions (0,8 man. tons), beats (0.79 man. tons), carrot (0,7 man. tons), cucumbers (0.5 min.
tons), etc.

On the background of rather high vegetable consumption, the share of salads is still almost 40
times less than in EC, being 0, 1 kg per capita per year only. Although the fresh salad is not
considered to be a traditional food in Ukraine, its consumption trends to grow several times,
especially in the big cities. Currently, McDonald's fast-food chain is the largest salad consumer
in Ukraine, consuming up to 35-40% of Iceberg lettuce from overall annual consumption of
around 5 thousand tons.

The consumption of fresh fruits in Ukraine, still being lower as that in EU states shows a
tendency for a steady growth. Growing consumer demand and WTO regulation act in favour of
increased fruits variety of fruits on the market and improved supplies throughout the year.

In terms of consumption rating the leading positions in annual domestic consumption are
occupied by traditional outputs, like, apples (0, 93 million tons), followed by grapes (0, 45 min.

tons), cherries (0, 2 min. tons), apricots, peaches and plumps (0, 16 min. tons) berries (0, 09
min. tons), etc

Nuts:
Nuts consumption dynamically increases in Ukraine, reaching the figure of around 1, 1 kg per

capita per year (domestic consumption of 52, 8 thousand tons a year). The consumption of
walnut is fully covered by domestic producers.
According to official statistics, peanut consumption increased almost twice during recent seven

years.

Processed Fruits and Vegetables:

In spite of basic preferences for fresh products the consumption of processed fruits and
vegetables continued to grow till the end of 2008. The forecasts for this indicator by the end of
2009 speaks more for downsizing of sales, as this indicator is among others dependant from
income level of the consumers, as, in case of further incomes decreasing, some part of the

population return to home processing, purchasing less commodities from retailers.

The growth in consumption in 2008 was relevant for all major types of processed commodities,
with exception for fruit juices and juice concentrates. Frozen F&V and canned natural

vegetables (mainly cucumbers) were the leaders in consumption growth.

Besides traditional consumers’ preferences, sales of pickled vegetables are revitalized in
Ukraine recently. One of the most popular positions of this segment is sauerkraut, pickled
tomatoes and cucumbers. Pickled vegetables, being the many centuries tradition in Eastern
Europe and Ukraine, perfectly match the tastes of consumers from one side, being at the same
time, the most low cost and easy to make type of processing, which in addition, does not

requires any specialized storage facility.

Frozen F&V
Consumption of frozen F&V doubled in 2008 in comparison to previous years, beating high an

average indicator of consumption growth in this segment (approx. 17% within last 7 years).
Per capita annual consumption of frozen F&V is around 0, 3 kg., overall domestic being around
14000 tones in 2008. The total sales in this segment are estimated to be around 150 Min. Euro,

with around 10% shares of domestic processors.
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Despite that only 15% of population consumes frozen F&V, strong competition between
domestic and foreign producers from segment is in place, with still prevailing sales of foreign
brands, around 90% of consumption, (mainly Hortex, Hortino, Bonduelle), ,) and 10% for
domestic producers (Olvita).

In sales structure by type of commodity the consumption is split up as shown on the below
diagram.

Consumption patterns:

Market economy in Ukraine has impacted to certain extend on consumption patterns in
Ukraine:

e Ukrainian consumers show more concern for healthy food, giving the growing preference to fruits and
vegetables consumption;

e The main part of the population would prefer fresh outputs to preserved, especially during the harvest
season, considering the stored and processed products to be less healthy;

o Despite considerable downsizing of homemade preservation, around 20-23% of Ukrainians still consume
self processed agricultural outputs;

e During harvest season the consumers’ preference would be in favour of local fruits and vegetables,
especially to those, sold on markets and produced by private households;

e In spite of growing consumption, frozen F&V are not strongly positioned in Ukrainian nutrition culture,
mainly because of limited knowledge of recipes (max 2-3 variants) with frozen food ingredients and to some
level skeptical and mistrustful attitude to frost processing technology.
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One of the factors constraining consumption growth of fresh fruits and vegetables as well
as of relevant processed commodities is low level of healthy nutrition promotion in Ukraine, as a
result of absence of efficient national programmes and awareness raising campaigns, aimed at
popularization of healthy food consumption.

PRODUCTION:

This Chapter provides information on state of play and development trends in production and
processing of FV, focusing relevant information on main types of fresh outputs and processed
commodities to equip the reader with necessary level of details in decision making process.

Due to various factors the production of F&V in Ukraine goes up and down, as shown on the
diagram 1, indicating changes in overall production within period from 1999 — till 2009.

The overall production volumes of vegetables in 2008 increased by 6% comparing to 2007,
having reached the amount of roughly 23 thousand tones. In spite the indicator for average
productivity being lower in 2008, as compared to 2007, the overall production growth has been
achieved extensively, through increase of production spaces.

Comparison the production volumes of fruits and berries in the above periods definitely shows

the average growth by 10% (overall production volume of around 5 thousand tons in 2008),
which was achieved mainly due to increased production of berries, peaches, plumps and

apricots.

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The above presented dynamics, definitely confirms positive trends in consolidated production,
in spite of certain constrains negatively affecting its development.

As shown on the below diagram, the productivity increases steadily from year to year, with
some exceptions, caused mainly by weather factor. Productivity growth is achieved mainly by
producers who apply modern production technologies and invest into more efficient seedlings.

The squares under production fields go down, with exception for 2008, however the increase of
production fields in previous year was caused mainly by appearance of new producers and
further extension of existing businesses, driven by increased consumer demand.

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Production of main vegetables and fruits:

Cabbage:

In 2008 the production of cabbage has bitten the volumes of previous seasons. High prices of
previous season pushed the producers to increase the production fields for cabbage.
Favourable weather conditions assured high productivity, so the production increased by 20%,
comparing to 2007.

It led to considerable price downsizing up to 0.2 GRN per kilo during high harvest season. The

situation was further sharpened by extremely low demand. Some producers preferred not to
harvest the yield at all, leaving it in the fields.

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Even after the peak season cabbage price was between 50 to 60% compared to same period
of 2007. Some producers stored the yield in hope to sell it later, after the price will go up,
however the situation remained unchanged. The demand for cabbage from wholesalers and
retailers did not increase.

The attempts to relieve market though export brought no results as the traditional consumer of
cabbage from Ukraine, Russia and Poland also had over production of this output in 2008

Tomatoes (open soil):

The traditional problem for tomato growers is a rapid increase of labour prices. Hand work is
maximally applied here, because not every producer can afford to buy a tomato harvester.
Other actual problems are — unstable demand from Ukrainian tomato processors and annual
growing competition from external tomato paste suppliers to Ukraine, mainly from China and
Uzbekistan.

In 2008, the areas under tomatoes were expanded by 4%. However, it did not lead to
production growth due to unfavourable weather conditions - the average crop capacity reduced
by 2-3%.

The main feature of 2008 was the deficiency of quality tomatoes on the market. Not enough
sunny hours in the growing period resulted in low content of dry matters in tomatoes. As a
result not every processing company managed to purchase sufficient quantity of quality
tomatoes.

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Cucumbers (open soil):

In 2008, decrease in cucumber production was more significant. In many regions, the

technologies of cucumber production are not fully worked out which is the main reason of huge
financial losses of the producers almost every year.

In 2008 cucumber productivity was by 13% lower compared to previous year.
Areas under crops in 2008 were expanded by 2% in average, mainly in steppe zone (up to 5%).
Maximum productivity decrease (— 15%) was also monitored in this zone.

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Onions:

In 2008, areas under onions have increased by 16%. In consequence, as well as in result of
crop capacity increase by 5%, onion production in Ukraine has grown compared to the last
year by minimum 19% and is among the highest indicators over the last five years.

In 2008, due to considerable overproduction, the price for onions in Ukraine was almost two
times lower than over the same period in 2007.

Besides, the producers faced the problem with quality of the vegetables. Because of summer
drought the onions grew small. Rains during mass harvesting have made onions unsuitable for
long-term storage.

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Carrot and Red Beet:

In 2008 areas under carrots have increased by 14%, under beets — by 11%.

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The productivity has improved compared to the last year by 7% for carrots and by 8% for beets.
As a result, there was a great drop in prices and almost each producer experienced problems

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with sales. Even evident increase of processors’ demand had little influence on the situation —
purchase prices of processors were 2-3 times lower compared to the last year.

From last year experience, the majority of the farms suspended sales and stored the
vegetable.

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Apples:

In 2008, apple production remained almost at the level of the last year. Despite the increase of
fruit-bearing young gardens, total area of plantations has decreased by 1% as result of old
gardens uprooting.

2008 season was a big trial for Ukrainian apple producers, as they have keenly felt the WTO
influence, as starting from December 1, 2007 the duty free import for apples was imposed.
Poland, which is traditional apple supplier to Ukraine, had a record-breaking harvest that
season, having increased apple exports to Ukraine by times.

In result, domestic market was saturated with comparatively inexpensive foreign apples. Local
farmers could hardly sell their yield at the price of 2, 5-6 hrn/kg.

In 2008, calibrated and packed imported apples of high quality could be easily purchased for 4-
7 hrn/kg on the whole sale markets in Ukraine.

Producers of industrial apples have faced problems as well. The downscaling demand for

apple concentrate in Europe reduced the purchases from processors, who were offering very
low prices, simultaneously increasing quality requirements on the raw materials.
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The situation worsened in autumn, as concentrate sales fall to lowest record level: prices went
down from 1200-1500 euro/t in September to 800-900 euro/t in October 2008.

Economic crises will slow down the development of apple production in Ukraine, as under
condition of more rigid credit policy of the banks, it would be quite problematic for many farmers
to acquire finances for new gardens establishment, development of storage facilities,
purchasing of planting stock, farming equipment, etc.

Berries:

Production of garden strawberry in 2008 has increased by 15% owing to expansion of
production areas by 2% as well as crop productivity increase by 12%.

Costs for production of strawberries increased in 2008. In id June, as processors were actively
purchasing raw materials, the producers’ price for processing sector was between 6-8 hrn./kg,
whereas in the same period last year the prices ranged from 3 to 3,5 hrn./kg.

Despite expansion of the areas under currants and raspberries by 1% and 5% correspondingly,
the average yield was by 1% lower mainly due to unfavourable weather conditions.

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Grapes:

As a result of favourable weather conditions in 2008, most producers harvested minimum 20%
more grapes compared to the last year.

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In 2008 many producers have enlarged the areas under vineyards. Due to overproduction,
farmers had to offer lower prices. In addition, the increased imports of quality and inexpensive
grapes to Ukraine further downsized the prices. It is worth to remind that after Ukraine’s WTO
accession, an import duty on imported grapes was decreased to 10%.

Stone fruits (peach, apricot, plum):

The season of 2008 in Ukraine brought favourable conditions for good harvest of peaches and
apricots. The trees successfully overwintered. During the ripening period the weather was
favourable as well. In addition, the majority of new apricot and peach gardens started to fruit in
2008.

Regarding plums, the situation was different as until recently, this fruit was considered to have
good perspectives. Production areas under this culture continued to decrease due to uprooting
of the old gardens. Plum productivity decreased as result of dry weather in the second half of
summer.

In 2008, peach production has increased by 28%, apricot — by 7%, while plum production
decreased by 1%.

Despite productivity growth, prices for quality fruits in retail were almost comparable with the
last year, while processors were making purchases at prices that were approximately 2 times
lower than last year’s.

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Cherries and sweet cherries:

In 2008 cherries production has increased in average by 2%. Despite productivity growth,
cherry prices were higher than the last year's ones. Producers explained such price increase
by harvesting expenses growth, mainly due higher hand labour costs.

In 2007, prices for cherries for processing ranged from 1 to 3 hrn. /kg, while in 2008 prices
went up to 3-4 hrn. /kg, this price level turned to be too high for majority of processing
companies.

Sweet cherries production has increased by 10%. At the same time, prices exceeded the last
year’s maximum by 30-50% due to comparatively small amounts of quality product in 2008 and
increase of production costs.

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Nuts:

In fact the walnut is the main type of nuts cultivated in Ukraine. Its production in Ukraine
reaches the annual volume of around 55-60 thousand tones. There’s a tendency for growing
demand for nuts in Ukraine from consumers and various industries, producing commodities,
like: beverages, certain types of food, technical and aromatic oils, cosmetics, wood and
furniture, etc.
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The main bulk of walnuts are produced by private households. In 2009, in order to enhance
production of this output the “State Concept for Increase of Nuts Production and Processing in
2009-2015” was drafted, but unfortunately still not adopted.

Due to the problems with technologies, variety choice, purchases of seedlings, market
information, etc. the main volumes of part of walnuts are purchased from the local population,
hazelnut are imported predominantly from Turkey and Georgia, almond from USA.

A considerable part of produced walnuts, around 30%, goes for export (overall export volume in
2008 of around 19 000 tones), so the chances to import this product to Ukraine are rather low at
this moment. Wall nuts export split up by countries is presented below in the Chapter “Export-
Import”.

Constrains for F&V Production:

e The majority of producers cannot afford the investments into full technological process
for growing and harvesting, required to assure 100% efficiency from application of
modern and quite expensive hybrids. Seedlings of lower grade do not allow production
of outputs, ideally matching the demand of consumers and processors;

e Ukrainian producers are still lagging behind the European in application of efficient
production technologies, loosing from 30% to 70% of yield affected by low
temperatures;

e There’s a lack for modern storage facilities, despite that overall storages spaces for F&V
have doubled during 2006-2008. As a consequence, the main bulk of yield is still being
sold shortly after the harvest (e.g. main volume of local apples is sold till latest mid
January);

e Relatively cheap labour cost is no longer an advantage for producers. The dynamic
increase of this cost centre drives the producers to invest in more productive
technologies and equipment.

PROCESSING:

Till early 2009 the processing sector in Ukraine was actively increasing the production
volumes, esp. during the years of 2005-2006, when the annual volumes of processed fruits and
vegetables almost doubled comparing to previous year.

In spite of some experts’ forecasts for downsizing of processing, as result of economic crises,
there’s an opportunity for local processing companies to increase the production volumes, due
to reduction in sales of imported processed F&V, caused mainly by devaluation of national
currency (GRN) to USD and Euro, which resulted in considerable price escalation for imported
goods on the local market.

Thus, Ukrainian processing sector has chances to remain an attractive distribution channel for
local and international producers of fresh agricultural outputs.

In spite of growing local production, the processors are still dependant from the imported raw
materials, as local suppliers cannot assure the stability in deliveries, volumes, and quality.
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Nowadays, main processing companies have established the logistic units, responsible for
relations with supplies of raw materials and distribution channels, which are to be addressed for
supply negotiations, etc.

Geographical Concentration of Processing Companies:

The majority of processing capacities is concentrated in main agricultural zones, as indicated
on the below Chart, highlighting the concentration grade in different regions of Ukraine.

Up to 70% of Ukrainian F&V processing is concentrated in 5 regions, presented by production
facilities of following companies:

Cherkassy (21,8%) - “Veres”, Dzendzelivski KZ, Umanski KZ, KZ Favorit
Kherson (16,6%) - “Chumak” + 30 producers of tomato paste,

Odessa (12,9) — Odessa KZ, lllichevski Zavod Prodtovarov

Nikolaev (8,7%) — Voznesensky KZ, Sandora LLC

Zakarpatska Oblast (8,5%) — Veres, Green Ray, Mikaland, Univer

Till early 2008 the most dynamic growth was observed in production of juices and nectars. This
segment used to be highly interesting for local and international investors, attracting among
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others the world’s leading players from beverage sector, like e.g. PepsiCo, which has recently
bought Sandora LLC, one of the main Ukrainian juice producers.

Around 70% of all Ukraine juice and nectar production facilities are concentrated in Nikolaiv,
Odessa and Dnepropetrovsk Regions:

Updated and more detailed information, highlighting the leaders in processing sectors ranked by
type of commaodity is presented for attention of the survey’s target group in the Annex 9:
“Production volumes of processed F&V in 6 Months of 2009 vs. 2008”

There’s a trend for increased investments into creation and management of brand names and
recognizable trademarks. The retailer segment in its turn, invest more into development of
private labeling.

In spite of positive trends in the development of processing sector there are some constrains,
influencing decreasingly the market chances and export opportunities to EC of local
processors: estimated that only 25-30 % of processing companies apply the updated
processing technologies. Only a few of them are certified according to international quality
management standards.

Another export constrain to EC is the fact that the majority of local processed products is
adopted to traditional tastes of Ukrainian and Russian consumers, which to certain extend are
different from those in EC.

Limited access to loans and delays in payments lead to freezing of producers’ long term
investment projects. The majority of Ukrainian big scale producers admit the postponing in
construction of storage facilities, purchasing of equipment, etc.

Supplies to processing sector:

Domestic producers apply local, as well as imported raw materials. Imported raw materials are
not only used for orange exotic fruits juice production, but often in production of traditional
juices such as tomato, peach or apple juice.

The reason for that are insufficient and unstable supplies offered by local producers of fruits
and berries, as well as law quality of the outputs.

For instance, Ukrainian apple juice concentrate, being one of the main export products of
domestic producers, is under the threat of loosing export shares, as processors experience
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difficulties in raw materials, as proposition of apples for processing has decreased in recent
years, because the new gardens produce insignificant percentage of low-quality apples.

The local raw materials demand grows by 25-30% per annum. Increasing number of Ukrainian
processors start to consider the creation of their own raw materials production sites.

Main selection criteria processors are traditionally high requirements to quality, sufficient
amounts, delivered in time, and reasonable price.

Frozen fruits and vegetables:

Starting from 2003 the Ukrainian market of frozen F&V was increasing by roughly 30% per
year, driven by growing consumer demand and changes in consumption patterns with peak of
sales being usually in winter and first spring months.

As supply of raw materials is a matter of high sensitivity for the segment of frozen F&V
production, the local processors cannot fully rely on domestic suppliers, thus dealing also with
imported agricultural outputs, mainly from well known producers and/or organizing their own
production of fresh fruits and vegetables.

Selection criteria for suppliers are almost the same as from other processors, with a diiference
in increased quality requirements. Usually, before signing the supply contract the processor of
frozen F&V will make a site visit to potential supplier, may request a test delivery, in case of
coming to the supply contract will monitor the production cycle from planting to harvesting.

Among top domestic processors in this segment the following brands and companies could be

highlighted: TM ,Sharm” (JSC ,Discont”), TM ,Artika” (,Apti” LLC), TM ,Berika” (,Top-Trade”
LLC), TM ,Sim-Sim” (,Sim-Sim”LLC), ,Olvita”.

Ukrainian Processing Sector in June 2009: Impact of Global Economic Crises.

The processing sector reacted spontaneously on the challenges of the global crises, cutting the
production for mid and high price commaodities segment. Official statistics confirm considerable
downsizing of production volumes of relevant commodities, comparing June of 2008 to the
same period in 2009, namely:

- processed potatoes: minus 15%;

- fruit juices and vegetables nectars: minus 32% (concentrated juices —minus 63%);
- jams, fruit marmalade, fruit and nuts spreads: minus 7%;

- tomato sauce and ketchup: minus 21%;

- infant juices: - 21%;

The increase in production volumes is registered only for:
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- preserved vegetables: plus 6%;
- vegetables preserved with vinegar adding: plus 78%;
- preserved vegetables and fruits for infants: plus 19%;

The below Chart illustrates the above stated developments both within 6 months period and in
June 2008 and 2009 respectively:

The downsizing in volumes of processed fruits and vegetables in the first half of 2009
strengthens by facts the forecasts for downsizing of processing, mainly caused by the reduced
buying capacity of Ukrainian consumers. It is doubtful that Ukrainian processing sector would
catch up with the annual production volume of previous till the end of 2009.

Regretfully the domestic processing sector is currently not in the ideal environment,
characterized by:

- “zero” or limited access to loans;

- price escalation, due to devaluation of national currency for modern technologies, equipment, seedlings,
etc, of foreign made;

- return to seasonal market, due to freezing of construction of storage facilities;

- downsizing of consumers’ purchasing capacity;

- increasing homemade processing;

- reduced payment discipline of retailers;

- downsizing of foreign and domestic investments

A few opportunities for local producers and processors, arising from current situation could be
turned into chances to break through, namely:

- downsizing of imported fresh and processed F&V, as temporary advantage for domestic players;
- reduction of labour costs on the background of growing unemployment in agricultural sector in general;

Concluding the above stated, in our opinion, the probability of downsizing in consumption and

as consequence, in domestic production and processing of vegetables and especially fruits in
2009-2010 is rather high.
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Potential opportunities for foreign suppliers will be highlighted for consideration in the relevant
Chapter of this survey

PRICES:

The main purpose of this Chapter is to give an overview on the most actual prices for the mostly
consumed commodities (except potatoes) in different distribution channels of Ukraine and to
provide the price comparison for selected fruits and vegetables imported from various countries,
aiming to create a clear picture to the survey’s readers on export chances to Ukraine from price
perspective.

As common knowledge, price for agricultural outputs is a subject of frequent changes. Below
chart reflects prices for the outputs, which are leading in the Ukrainian consumption rating and
at the same time, are produced in Moldova as well.

The “processors” group, in our case, is considered as one of the distribution channel. It should
be noted, that presented below prices from the processors, reflect the initial price level, declared
at the beginning of negotiations, so it has chances to be slightly be increased in favour of
supplier. Prices from other categories are average prices in Kiev and Kiev region, offered to the
buyer.

In fact, prices in retail may serve mainly for mere informational purposes for potential supplier
(exporter), while whole sale and producers’ prices are the orientation levels to assist the
suppliers, while considering the feasibility of exports to Ukraine.

The usual retailers’ margin on wholesales for F&V during the season is between 10 and 15 %
from the end price, shown in the below Chart. In the periods beyond season the retailers
increase their margin up to 20%.

Wholesalers’ margin on producers’ price are usually much higher: starting from 20 % and
ending up sometimes by 150 — 200%.

Too high margins on wholesale stage of supply chain is the main factor of high price for the end
consumer, being at the same time an opportunity for producers and potential exporters to
Ukraine, if they try to establish the supply contracts directly with supermarkets.

The above bottleneck requires improvement in terms certain state regulation, aimed at
development of proper functioning wholesales element in the supply chain. Finally, this
problem been recognized by the Ukrainian Government, as “National Programme for the
Development of Ukrainian Rural Areas until 2015” in particular, foresees the budgetary inputs
into development of fruits and vegetable wholesale markets aimed at formation of the adequate
prices.

Presented in the below Chart overview of actual prices on different distribution levels clearly
shows the huge difference in revenues for producers and prices for end consumers.

Comparing price levels of import supplies to Ukraine from various countries will be another

Fruits and vegetables imported from Moldova show definite price advantages, if compared to
import prices from other countries. Nevertheless, according to official statistics the import from
Moldova continues to go down in volumes and in number of types of agricultural outputs.

In some experts’ opinion the main reasons for loosing market positions of Moldavian export are:

- main bulk of outputs could be supplied during the season, or shortly after the harvest;
- lower quality of the outputs;
- shorter storage life of the breeds;

- less or not attractive packaging;
In our opinion the de facto volumes of Moldova import is at least 30% higher than official

figures, as amount of smuggled fruits and vegetables from Moldova to Ukraine is considered to
be much higher as from any other countries.
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To operatively obtain the actual information on price development on Ukrainian markets we
suggest to use the below link http://www.lol.org.ua/rus/wsprices.php, which is currently the most
informative and efficient tool for relevant domestic and international stakeholder groups.

The price dynamics for main agricultural outputs under review in the time framework from 1999
till 2009 is presented in the Chapter “Production”.

TRADE:

This chapter is aimed at highlighting the state of play and main trends in Ukrainian trade of
F&V, focusing on main players within supply chain on the way “from field to mouth”. It also
contains information on distributors’ selection criteria towards suppliers. Processing sector is
also considered in this Chapter as a “buyer” of agricultural outputs for processing.

Producers:

The Ukrainian producers improving steadily the production in terms of quality and volumes still
have low skills and knowledge in marketing and sales issues, thus getting no adequate price
for the produces commaodities.

Lack of storage facilities (only 15% from estimated demand) pushes the producers to sell to the
whole sellers the main part of the yield during harvesting period or shortly after it.

Small scale producers in majority of cases have no experience in clearing all administrative
formalities, permits, certificates, etc, necessary for supplies of supermarkets.

Some medium size and majority of big scale producers, meeting all the requirements of the
supermarkets, supply the retailers and processors directly

Wholesales:

Low level of producers’ knowledge and experience in marketing and sales gives from one side
and comparatively low competition within wholesale level, acting in almost monopoly condition,
created the favorable environment for the wholesale companies to almost “dictate” the prices to
small and some medium sized producers.

Whole sales intermediaries, unlike small producers, have all necessary elements to assure full
scale cooperation with supermarkets (legal entity status, bank account, means of operative
communication to get orders from supermarkets, etc)

If required, the wholesalers provide pre-sale preparation of the outputs, like washing,
calibration, sorting, packaging, etc

In fact, there’s no national level whole sales operator, able to assure stable long term
purchases of fruits and vegetables in big lots. This segment in supply chain is represented
mainly by small and medium size operators, buying the outputs from production sites, offering
producers the price level a bit lower than a producer may get on whole sale markets.

Main whole sale markets of Ukraine are:

e Rynok “Fermer”, Kiev;

e Private Enterprise “Luganskaya Yarmarka”, Lugansk;
e “Radservis” KP, Radensk, Kherson Oblast;
e Private Enterprise “ Grygoryan”, Gorlovka, Donetsk Region;
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Rynok “Ozerka”, Dnepropetrovsk”
Rynok “Shuvar”, Lviv

“Krymskii Privoz”, Simferopol
Rynok “Barabashovo”, Kharkiv.

In fact, on usual retailer markets, located in every regional centre of Ukraine as well as in some
regional towns, there’s an opportunity for producers to sell the outputs in small to medium size
lots, getting the whole sale price from intermediaries operating on the local markets.

Wholesalers’ margin on small producers’ price are usually much higher: starting from 20 % and
ending up sometimes by 150 — 200%.

Wholesale segment in Ukraine requires further improvements in terms of enhancing the
creation of companies, able to consolidate considerable volumes of outputs, using modern
storage infrastructure, equipped with ventilation and climate control systems, to assure longer
shell life of commodities.

There’s a tendency for reduction of number of small size wholesalers in favour of bigger
companies with expanded geographic coverage, able to assure more stable supplies to the
retailer level, providing certain pre sale preparation, packaging, etc. Development of this
segment will result in more adequate price level for end consumer and in improved and quality
of agricultural outputs under discussion.

Retailers:

The volume of fresh fruits and vegetables sold in supermarkets chains is rapidly increasing.
According to GFK Ukraine, bazaars loose annually around 10% of consumers of fresh fruits
and vegetables, who give increasingly the preference to supermarkets.

Around 62% of consumers buy fresh F&V in supermarkets. This indicator goes down
considerably during harvest season, being around 25%, as quality, variety and choice of fruits
and vegetables to bazaars are definitely better than in supermarkets.

On different estimation, fresh F&V make around 10% of annual turn over of an average
Ukrainian supermarket, still being almost 2 times lower than the same indicator in EC
countries.

The majority of supermarkets are improving steadily their fruit and vegetable sections, paying
more attention to quality requirements, stability of supplies, choice and variety, packaging, etc.

At the same time, only a few supermarkets make the in house pre sale preparation, giving
preference to suppliers of more value added commodities.
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Main Retailers on Ukrainian Market are
Metro Cash & Carry

Currently, Metro runs 20 supermarkets in Ukraine (3 in Kyiv, 2 in Odessa, 2 in Dnepropetrovsk, 2 in
Donetsk, Kharkiv, Lviv, Luhansk, Krivii Rig, Poltava, Vinnytsya, Zaporizhya, Chernivtsi, Rivne, Mykolaiv,
lvano-Frankivsk).

In 2007 has increased its sales up to 33% (818 min Euro).

Furshet

Owns 82 supermarkets in Ukraine (in Kyiv (20), Simferopol (2), Khmelnitsky (3), Kirovograd (3), Poltava (2),
Odessa (3), Kerch (2), Belaya Tserkov (2), Gorlovka (2), Krivoi Rig (2), Dnepropetrovsk (3), as well as in
Irpen, Vasilkiv, Cherkassy, Evpatoriya, Lutsk, Uman’, Nikopol, Kalysh, Mykolaiv, Kamenets-Podolskiy,
Alyshta, Tryskavets, Zhytomyr, Vinnytsya, Obyhov, Dryzhkovka, Makeevka, Yalta (2), Lozova, Slavyansk,
Dobropillya, Melitopol, Sevastopol, Baryshivka, Malin, Uzhgorod, Belogorodka, Zabolotiv, Alexandria, Smila,
Mirgorod, Drohobytch, Donetsk, Ternopil.

Silpo has over 144 shops in Ukraine - in Kyiv (36), Odessa (16), Vinnitsa (4), Dnepropetrovsk (8),
Zaporizhya (4), Kerch (3), Krivyi Rih (2), Rovno (3), Lviv (6), Uzhgorod (2), Kharkiv (5), Khmelnitsky (3),
Kherson (3), Cherkassy (2) and in Chernivisi, Khmelnik, Khartsyzk, Lutsk, Slavytych, Sevastopol,
Simferopol, Teplodar, Ternopil, Mykolaiv, Krementschyk, lvano-Frankivsk, Drohobytch, Dniprorydnyi,
Ovidiopil’, Boryspil’, Bila Tserkva.

Fora and Fozzy have over 70 retail shops in different regions of Ukraine. In Kyiv it has 45 supermarkets, 5 in
Sevastopol, 2 in Rovno, 3 in Kharkov, as well as in Djankoi, Yalta, Sudak, Koktebel, Brovary, Irpen, etc.

Spar (in 2005 has been bought by Russian PEREKRESTOK), has 23 supermarkets in different regions of
Ukraine (7 in Cherkassy, 1 in Smila, 1 in Kaniv, 5 in Luhansk, Lutsk, Soledar, Symi, Dnepropetrovsk, Krivoi
Rig, Kharkov, Ismail), 29 supermarkets (in 18 regions of Ukraine) are planned to be opened soon. Sales in
2007 - 290 min. Euro.

ATB
ATB chain owns 256 supermarkets and shops in 76 cities and towns of Ukraine.
Sales in 2007 — over 270 min. Euro

Billa

One of the first foreign retailer in Ukraine (since 2000), owns 10 supermarkets (3 in Kyiv, 2 in
Dnipropetrovs’k, Zaporizhya, Dniprodzerzhinsk, 2 in Kharkiv.
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Auchan and Rainford have recently started operations in Ukraine (hypermarkets in Kiev, Dnepropetrovsk).

Majority of supermarkets is paying growing attention to development of FFV sections.

Rating of fresh fruit and vegetable sections of main supermarkets in Ukraine as
estimated by AMP is presented on the below diagram “Tavria B”, being the leader in
customers’ opinion. “Fora” chain is an outsider.

Supplies to supermarkets:

Main suppliers to the supermarkets equally are the wholesalers and big producers, able to
meet rather high requirements of supermarkets, which have to guarantee the food safety
standards in much higher extend than bazaars.

All fruits and vegetables, supplied to supermarkets should be certified in line with current
Ukrainian legislation and additionally meet the corporative requirements of retailer.

Usually, supermarkets have several suppliers for each commodity to assure better quality,
flexibility in price negotiations, and avoid risks of supply blackouts.

As a rule a supermarket in Ukraine limits the total number of F&V suppliers to max.10-15,
which make up to 90% of annual turn over of the fruit and vegetable section.

There’s a growing tendency for establishing direct relations between big scale producers and
supermarkets. This type of relations brings mutual benefits to both parties, as the
supermarkets get obvious price advantages, buying more fresh and quality commodities at
lower price than from wholesalers.

The producers get better price than from wholesalers and a stable distribution channel<
assuring stable cash flow to better plan the production, further investments, etc.
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Supplier Selection Criteria:

e A main criterion, enabling good sales, is quality of the supplied outputs. .Representatives of supermarkets
should be confident in good quality of outputs on “entry stage®, as after delivery the majority of
supermarkets overtake the responsibility for sales. Only a few supermarkets practice the returns of unsold
fresh FV to suppliers.

¢ Another important criterion is trade appearance and packaging, as calibrated, cleaned, comfortably packed
FV increase sales. Attractive and comfortable packaging is mainly a tool for getting additional competitive
advantages, which also helps to increase storage life of commodities.

o Next important factors for supplier selection are deliveries of commodities in time and in agreed amounts.

e Labelling and marking should be in line with regulations and meet additional requirements of Retailer.

e Supermarkets give their preferences to suppliers of exclusive and new commodities.

A supplier to supermarkets, be it producer or wholesaler, should take efforts to convince the
retailer for cooperation.

Bazaars:

Supermarkets are strong competitors to traditional bazaars, rapidly downsizing the share of
fresh fruits and vegetables sold on bazaars. In some experts estimate, supermarkets annually
double the volume of fresh F&B purchases around the year, leaving the bazaar chances mainly
during the harvest season.

Bazaars still remain a distribution channel for small sale individual producers, who meet the
demand of certain groups of consumers looking for high quality home made outputs. The prices
on bazaars for quality outputs are almost the same or even higher than in the supermarkets.

At the same time bazaar offers fruits and vegetables of the cheap segment, being here lower in
than supermarkets, as the bazaar sellers pay much lower fixed tax /or no tax at all,
commodities of lower price segment may be doubtful origin and produces and / or stored with
violation of norms and standards.

Consumers’ rights are much less protected on bazaar, comparing to purchases made in
supermarkets.

In some experts’ opinion, fresh fruits and vegetables may completely vanish from bazaars
within next 7-10 years, which seems not to ever happen, due to still strong consumers’
traditions.

It should be mentioned, that on the background of worsened economic situation in 2009,

there’s a tendency for increase of low price segment commodities sold through bazaars in
Ukraine, as response to reduced incomes of the population.

Supplies to processing companies:

Processing sector is another strong distribution channel for fresh fruits and vegetables. In spite
of growing local production, the processors are still dependant from the imported raw materials,
as local suppliers cannot assure the stability in deliveries, volumes, and quality.
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Supplies are seasonal, as main bulk of fresh outputs is bought by processors during the
harvest or shortly after it. The purchases are made mainly straight from producers. The price
offered by the processors is usually the lowest in the whole supply chain.

The advantages of this distribution channel from producers’ perspective comparatively big lots
of purchases and lower requirements to quality, trade dress and packaging of the outputs.

EXPORT- IMPORT:

This Chapter gives a general overview of Ukrainian external trade of fresh and processed fruits
and vegetables, presenting current situation, statistics of its dynamics, factors of influence,
development trends, etc.

Considering the target group of this survey special attention is paid to ex-im relations between
Moldova and Ukraine.

Relevant Annexes to this Chapter contain:

o  Export — import statistics of main F&V by countries, covering period from 2006 till June 2009 various types.
o Contact data base of Ukrainian companies — importers of fruit and vegetables;
¢ Contact database of Moldavian companies — exporters to Ukraine

In spite of growing volumes of external trade the share of fruit and vegetables segment in
Ukraine’s external trade is still low, as compared to relevant indicators in EC countries.

Export of Vegetables from Ukraine: 0, 6% from consolidated export volumes;
Export of Fruits and Nuts: 0,3%
Import of Vegetables to Ukraine: 0,03% from consolidated import volumes:

Import of Fruits and Nuts: 0,5%

On the back ground of consolidated volume of external trade in Ukraine increase by 2,2 times
in the period from 2001 till 2005, the external operations in F&V sector showed quite an
impressive growth dynamics, (in value):

o Export of Vegetables from Ukraine: 1,8 times;
o  Export of Fruits and Nuts: 5,6 times;
o Import of Vegetables to Ukraine: 2,4 times;
e Import of Fruits and Nuts: 3 times;

* official statistics from 2005

First positive regulatory changes in Law of Ukraine on Customs Tariffs and in other relevant
regulatory acts have been adopted in 2005 in terms of harmonizing of regulatory environment
with WTO requirements, led to more transparent customs and permitting procedures, reduced
taxes for imported F&V, created favourable regulatory environment for enhanced development
of external trade and considerably downsized the level of illegal supplies from abroad.

Till mid 2008 volumes of external trade continued to grow, however the ratio of F&V produced
in Ukraine to exported volumes is still rather low, balancing between 0, 5 and 1%.
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Main constrains for export from Ukraine:

In opinion of main Ukrainian F&V exporters main constrain for export operation still remains the
low quality of agricultural outputs, issues of products’ pre-sale preparation, sorting, calibration
and packaging.

This constrain is followed by lack of modern storage facilities in Ukraine, low level of credibility
from foreign partners to suppliers from Ukraine in particular and from former SU countries in
general, in the first turn, regarding the fulfilment of contractual obligations and agreed quality
parameters, problems with VAT refund.

The majority of Ukrainian exporters does not recognise logistics and export formalities,
including phytosantitary control certification and custom clearance, etc. as problems or serious
difficulties.

The most acute constrain for import to Ukraine at this moment is the growing devaluation of
national currency, leading to increase of prices for imported commodities and reduction of
purchasing capacities of Ukrainian consumers. Certain risks of imposing temporary
protectionist measures to support domestic producers and processors in economic crises
should also be considered.

Impact of Ukraine’s WTO Accession:

In spite of some negative forecasts on WTO impact on Ukrainian F&V sector, no negative
consequences are observed.

Starting from 2005 relevant Ukrainian regulations were harmonized in line with WTO
requirements, assuring proper legal environment for domestic market development, as well as
for issues of export and internal subsidies, distorting the trade aspects.

If properly executed, the improved regulations, should not lead to considerable increase of
unbalanced competition in favour of foreign producers.

From other hand, the food safety and quality control systems will limit export opportunities of
small scale producers and distributors, in favour of professional entities, due to increased
requirements to quality and safety of agricultural outputs.

Smuggling:

From 2005 the volumes of illegally imported/exported fruits and vegetables to Ukraine started
to decrease, due to reduced import tariffs and more strict customs control measures. This
indicator in Ukraine is still very high, varying in different estimations from 20 to 40% from
overall external trade of F&V.

Some figures on the external fruit and vegetable trade in Ukraine in 2008:

As mentioned above external trade of fruits and vegetables showed stable positive dynamic till
mid 2008.

According to the official statistics, in May 2008, comparing to May 2007:
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- potato imports increased 3.5 times;

- tomato imports increased 23.5 times;

- the imports of carrot, table beet and onion are still record high;
- cucumber exports doubled;

- capsicum imports increased 1.6 times;
- apple imports increased 9 times;

- grape imports zoomed 46% up;

- banana imports increased by 18%;

- orange imports increased by 5%,

- tangerine imports increased by 26%,

- lemon — by 9%.

In May 2008 the volumes of the cabbage exports have exceeded threefold the volume of this
crop exported during the whole past year; the cabbage exports amounted to 1,517 tons. At the
same time, the volumes of the imported cabbage were higher than in 2007; however, this
parameter has significantly decreased if compared to April 2008 (385 tons in May versus 6,284
tons in April 2008 and 55 tons in May 2007).

Some figures on the external fruit and vegetable trade in Ukraine in 2009:

Unlike in May 2008, characterized external trade growth in almost all positions, the same
period of 2009 shows downsizing of import volumes for majority of positions, with exceptions
for imported apples, kiwi and sweet paprika. At the same time official statistics show
considerable growth of Ukrainian export for majority of outputs with exception for walnut.

In June 2009 to June 2008, according to official statistics:

- potato exports increased 12 times; imports decreased by 52%;
- tomato exports increased by 55%; import decreased by 6%;
- cucumber exports zoomed 5,8 ties up; no import at all;

- cabbage exports zoomed 6 times up;

- onion exports — 2,5 times;

- carrot exports increased 2 times; imports downsized 2 times;
- imports of sweet paprika increased by 13%;

- imports of apples increased 3 times;

- imports of grapes reduced by 67%;

- imports of kiwi increased by 17%;

- exports of walnut decreased by 43%;

In addition 23% less bananas, 34% less orange, 29 % less tangerine, 49% less lemon were

imported.
The growth of export volumes from Moldova to Ukraine is registered only for carrots in 2008
(almost 3 times comparing to 2006) and for around 15% for export of cabbage.

In our opinion, considerable changes in external trade statistics in 2009 took place under the

influence of global economic crises. The tendency for further imports downsizing may continue
to grow in Ukraine till at least mid of 2010.
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External Trade of F&V with Republic of Moldova:

Official statistics:
Official statistics on external trade balance and geographical structure show downsizing of

imports volumes from Moldova to Ukraine and increase of export volumes in 2009, as shown in
the below Chart.

Unfortunately, the same process is taking place in external trade operations of fruits and
vegetables segment. The volumes of Moldavian exports to Ukraine decreased almost 6 times in
2008 compared to 2006. As shown on the below Chart, in 2007-2008 Moldova has lost
completely or considerably downsized the export volumes in certain position on the Ukrainian
fruits and vegetables market, in particular:

o tomatoes, cucumbers, pears, apricots, cherries, peaches — no export from Moldova reported by Ukrainian
official statistics in 2007-08;

e potatoes, onion, plumps —considerable downsizing of export volumes;

o export volumes of grapes and especially apples, the agricultural outputs, which traditionally used to be the
main Moldavian export products to Ukraine, have been reduced by almost 40% for grapes and by 5, 5
times for apples, comparing official export statistics from 2006 to 2008.

e Changing of consumption patterns of Ukrainian consumers and average growth of population’s purchasing
capacity, resulted in growing demand for fresh vegetables and fruits around the year, thus the retailers give
preference to more stable/"all-year-round” suppliers (compare: export from Moldova is more seasonal);

o New regulations related to Ukraine’s WTO accession assured the access to Ukrainian market for strong
international suppliers;

¢ Increased investments into processing and food sectors, including FDI made during 2007 — 2008;resulted in
growth of domestic production of F&V further development of food processing industry in Ukraine, which in
its turn led to the growth of domestic production of the agricultural outputs under discussion,

In opinion of some Ukrainian importers the reasons for constrains for imports from Moldova are
inherited from the times of planned economy and in fact are similar to those in Ukraine. It is
relevant mainly for issues of quality, products’ pre-sale preparation, sorting, calibration and

packaging, etc.

In some experts opinion the level of illegal external trade turn over between Moldova and
Ukraine is especially high. That's why official statistics do not reflect the real volumes of
external trade operation. The chances for illegal outputs to appear in the supermarket chains
being very low, the main bulk of “smuggled” fruits and vegetables is distributed on bazaars,
which have much lower distribution capacities as big retailers.
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The situation is slowly changes for better, but due to quite a big number of small scale lots of
smuggled commodities and presence of some semitransparent smuggling channels in the
region, the normalization process may take much longer.

Share of Fresh F&V external trade between Republic of Moldova and Ukraine is presented
on below diagrams on examples of some agricultural outputs, comparing to other countries in
external trade volumes and price.

It should be noted here that the below statistics embrace the period from January till May 2008.
The main bulk of traditional exports from Moldova to Ukraine is supplied during harvest season
or shortly after it, thus some of the outputs like grapes and apples are not seen on the
corresponding diagrams. The supplies of grapes to Ukraine that year reached 2928 tons for
total value of 1.066 thousand USD, and 4 441 tons for total value of 1.002 thousand USD for
apples.

MARKET ACCESS REQUIREMENTS:

Market access requirements are specified in relevant Ukrainian legislation, regulating external
economic relations, issues of consumer protection and food safety.

Relevant regulatory acts are:

o Law of Ukraine "On state regulation of import of agricultural outputs imported to the territory of Ukraine”;
o Law of Ukraine on “External Economic Activities”

e Law of Ukraine “On Customs Code”;

e Law of Ukraine “On conformity assessment”;

e Law of Ukraine “On Consumers Rights Protection”,

In more details the requirements and market entry procedures are specified in relevant
instructions, orders, technical regulations, etc.
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The above regulations are based on principles of WTO and are being harmonised with relevant
legislation of EU.

In addition to regulatory requirements for market access, a potential supplier of commodities to
the territory of Ukraine should meet the requirement of business partner, which should be
cleared in negotiation process and fixed in the contract between parties.

As a rule, Ukrainian side takes care on formalities, which could be cleared either on the border
crossing or in the destination point. Clearance of all formalities in the destination point is more
recommended, as it seems to be less time consuming, in case customs office is located in that
area.

From the first sight the amount of various permits and certificates may look “scary” for a
potential exporter, but on practice, the experienced partners do not recognize these aspects as
difficulties or problems.

Documents necessary for FV exports from Moldova to Ukraine:

1. Copy of Supply Contract between exporter and importer;

2. Cargo Customs Declaration (CCD) in original and its electronic version (standard type
of document which could be prepared by any customs broker, if requested).

3. Quarantine Certificate - this document certifies the compliance of outputs with
requirements specified by State Quarantine Service of Ukraine;

4. Phytosanitary Certificate;
5. Import Quarantine Permit;
6. Sanitation and Epidemiological Control Certificate (hygiene certificate);

7. Certificate of Origin to clearly indicate that designated goods originate from associated
country;

8. Copies of State Registration of legal entities (Exporter and Importer);

Some additional explanation on above mentioned documents will be supportive:

Quarantine Certificate: Please note, that in order to receive Quarantine certificate you need to present: a
copy of the supply contract, payment notification for services of quarantine control body and if necessary,
contract for processing/storage, or document for quarantine control placement.

Phytosanitary certificate: Quarantinable objects that are imported in Ukraine are subject to primary
quarantine control at the state border entry points by state inspectors on plant quarantine with sample taking
for expertise’, and in customs office destination — secondary quarantine control of importable goods as well

1 Please note that according to Ukrainian norms of sample taking of agricultural products (commodity 07), itis allowed to take
up to 1,0 kg of the product, but no less than 1 package/ 1 package for retail sales.
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as phyto-sanitary examination, also if necessary — laboratory examination in point of destination. Further
utilization of imported products is possible only after the results of phyto-sanitary control are ready, and
when a note was made in shipping documents.

Customs control and clearing will be performed after phyto-sanitary control. Phyto-sanitary certificate that is
issued by exporter country should accompany the goods that are subject to the above mentioned control.

Sanitation and epidemiological control certificate (hygiene certificate) are issued by territorial institutions of
Ministry of Health (MoH), located on the border crossings and in destination points. This certificate is
granted on the basis of product samples test. The products must meet the requirements of sanitary norms
and standards. The tests are performed by approved institutions of MoH (territorial sanitary-epidemiological
services) and the results of the tests are protocolized. In order to perform the tests, it is necessary to submit
technical documentation in Ukrainian/Russian language that contains information about sanitary-
epidemiological characteristics of the products.

Conformity certificate, a voluntary type of certification: Products that are imported and sold in Ukraine,
according to the Law of Ukraine “On conformity assessment”, should satisfy the requirements of norms and
standards in terms of safety that are efficient in Ukraine. Conformity of the products to these norms is
supported by Conformity certificate or Certificate of recognition is international certificate issued by
authorized certification body, accredited in UkrSEPRO. According to current legislation vegetables and fruits
that are imported in Ukraine are only subject to voluntarily certification (consumer-oriented).

Radiological control

Radiological control is performed at the state border entry point by State ecological inspection of
Ministry of Ecology and natural resources of Ukraine. After the products have passed
radiological control, a note is made in product transportation documents.

Import Duty

Import duty is imposed on all products and goods that transit the border of Ukraine. Size of
import duty varies fro commodity to commodity and could be changed by the Governmental
decrees. It is recommended to update the information on import tax level in advance.

Packaging, Labeling and Marking:

Requirements for packaging, labelling and marking of food commaodities, including fresh and
processed FV are stated in corresponding technical regulations of Ukraine. State Executive
Body, responsible for execution of consumer protection policy, is State Committee of Ukraine
for Standardization and Consumer Protection.

The labelling should contain the information in Ukrainian language, as for
v" Name of Commodity;

Country of Origin;

Name of Producer (Packager, Importer, Exporter);

Address of Producer (Packager, Importer, Exporter);

Phone Number of Producer (Packager, Importer, Exporter)

Date of Sorting;

Storage Conditions;

Shell Life of a Commodity;

Name of Production Standard (e.g. “produced according to DSTU #3241”)

Comments to some labelling and marking requirement;

¢ In the Name of Producer, official name of Producer’s legal entity as well as its official TM or brand
name should be mentioned. The same applies for other participants of the supply chain, (packager,
importer, exporter, etc) indicating clearly the function of each stakeholder. (E.g. Imported by
Eximex LLC, TM Sunny Fruit, etc.);

o If Producer’s (Packager's, etc.) juridical address is different to factual one, both addresses should
be indicated;

e Producer's (Packager’s, etc) address should indicate the name of the country, the commodity was
produced;

e Producer’s (Packager’s, etc) phone number should have country and area code;

o If Producer is not at the same time packager, Importer, etc, full information of each stakeholder
should be presented;
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o Storage Conditions should also consider the peculiarities of packaging type. The hermetically
packed commodities require additional information on label, indicating products’ max. shelf life and
conditions of storage after package is broken.

Outputs supplied for processing should be marked with the words “intended for processing” or
similar and contain legal name of processing company, its legal and factual address and phone
number.

According to Chapter 7 of Technical Regulations, the information on label should be
written/printed clearly. Label should be placed in the noticeable part of packaging, ink should be
water resistant.

Labels should not be overlapped by other labels or graphical objects.

EXPORT OPPORTUNITIES AND OBSTACKLES:

Summarizing the facts, statistics and tendencies following opportunities and obstacles for F&V
exports to Ukraine could be figured out:

Opportunities:

e The biggest opportunity for growing Moldavian exports to Ukraine would be the supplies
in the period from late autumn till harvest season, however big investments into storage
infrastructure are required to turn this opportunity into reality. Currently, there’s a good
opportunity for supplies of early sorts of fruits and vegetables to Ukraine, especially
tomatoes, cherries, peaches;

e Ukrainian wholesalers’ margin is rather high, giving an opportunity for Moldavian
exporters in direct supplies to retail sector and processors. The encouraging fact is that
in Moldova, unlike in Ukraine, the prices for fruits and vegetable are reported to go down
by accordingly 33% and 37,3% in May 2009 (as compared to May 2008). At the same
time prices in Ukraine for similar outputs go up;

e Currently Ukrainian importers are reconsidering the geography of external F&V supplies,
as due to devaluation national currency and lowered purchasing capacity price for
imported fruits and vegetables is too high for majority of consumers. Majority of
exporters, with exception for exotic FV segment, will go from Ukrainian market, giving
Moldova a good chance to revitalize export volumes to Ukraine;

e F&V traditional for exports to Ukraine, which stopped or reduced recently (peaches,
apricots, plums, etc.) and new commodities with growing demand trends (e.g. salads,
lettuce, etc) should be considered for exports in the first turn;

e Another opportunity could be the foundation of strong export/import company in Ukraine

specializing on Moldavian F&V export to Ukrainian supermarkets, processors, etc. and
on promotion of outputs, under the brand name “produced in Moldova”;
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e Ukrainian processing sector has chances to remain an attractive distribution channel for
local and international producers of fresh agricultural outputs.

e The potential for exporters from Moldova seems be in more value added to fresh
commodities: e.g. production of dried fruit products (growing export volumes of prunes,
and first small lot (1 ton only) of dried apples exported to Ukraine in 2008);

As obstacles the following could be mentioned:

¢ Moldova and Ukraine produce similar agricultural outputs, which are harvested almost at
the same period of the year. Demand during the season is fully saturated by local
producers, with exception of years when yields of certain commodities is extremely low.
As stated above this obstacle would be an opportunity, should Moldova possess
sufficient storage infrastructure for supplies in the period from late autumn till late spring;

e Too high level of illegal FV supplies to Ukraine reduces the market chances for “civilized”
exporters, by undermining the prices, quality issues and good reputation of Moldavian
commodities;

e Reducing purchasing capacity may lead to downsizing of F&V sales. Consumers’
demand will be saturated by domestic producers and by increased self production,
leaving low or no chances for imported commodities;

e The delays in payments to the suppliers, which have become typical for the majority of
retailers during economic crises may be considered as an obstacle;

e Ukraine is a considerable exporter of walnuts, so the chances for Moldavian exports to
Ukraine for this commodity are rather low;

The opportunity/obstacle ratio is clearly in favour for opportunities. We hope that this survey
could serve as useful source of information on the way to your business development
